May 7, 2008:  International photographer Ted Williams recorded 
many events of merit in his day, not just wonderful Jazz Greats like 
Dizzy, Satchmo and Sarah Vaughn.   

 

During his time in Chicago, Ted found his path crossed with Civil 
Right’s leader and American icon, Martin Luther King Jr and the    
Chicago Freedom Movement.  This was a period for King in pioneer-
ing a national movement to end major urban segregation.  William’s  
series at the 1966 rally which culminated at Soldier Field under-
scored the importance of the profound changes of the times.  The 
collection is now available as gelatin silver prints in editions of 5 plus 
3 artist proofs.  www.artquarterly.com  

The sway in the flags waved with King’s leadership - Signed, gelatin 
silver by  Ted Williams.   Limited to 5 with 3 artist proofs, Image Size: 
16” x 20”.  

In August, Denver will be the host to Democratic National Convention.  
The aspirations are pronounced but the photo opportunities can not be 
underestimated.   
 
LEADERS and THEIR FOLLOWERS will launch on August 1, 2008 and  
continue through November 30th, 2008.  The photography selling exhibit 
highlights a unique group of iconic images from LIFE photographers   
including Bill Eppridge, Ralph Morse and Carl Mydans amongst others.   
While politics as usual may be expected, the collection available to     
collectors demonstrates the historic significance that photojournalism 
made to our visual political vocabulary.   Moments like VJ DAY by      
Eisenstaedt, the Kennedy Years, the tragic assassinations and the found-
ing of new political character will explored in vintage and modern prints.

Eisenstaedt, Greene, Stern, Winnograd and countless others captured America’s bombshell 
beauty in so many situations, memorable and not.  What separated Marilyn Monroe was the 50’s 
and 60’s cross currents that permanently changed America and international societal norms.  
She found her way by beauty but also in what a country desperately needed: an outlet from   
social inhibition.  Sure there were many reasons men and women alike, then and now, admired 
or despised her.  Her perils in the media are common place today for so many starlets, ditzs and 
floozies.  Yet Marilyn’s iconic status for the arts was one of typical elegance.   Her birthday voice 
to President Kennedy, while controversial in relationship, happened with a long silhouette shim-
mering in her jeweled gown.   Pop icons like Warhol embraced her for his own insecurities—and 
of course financial gain and statement status.  Eisenstaedt comparatively only had 1 sitting with 
her in 1953.  He was reported to fumble his film during the shoot—he was human obviously. The 
most iconic of the images from the shoot was the horizontally cropped image released by LIFE 
and Eisenstaedt (shown here).    Of most images available today, this speaks wonders about her 
celebrity, tireless youth and subtle grasp on culture.  GALLERY M proudly represents this image 
and others featuring Marilyn Monroe, modern and vintage prints alike.
